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TCCC Continues Restoration in New Orleans, Louisiana 

The New Orleans natural wildland 

habitat received a hand from the 

TCCC Women’s team during the 

month of         November. 

Accompanied by Viola Long, 

Project Manager, Team 2 began 

their 4-day travel to Louisiana on 

October 28, 2007. 

Upon arrival, corps members were 

greeted by their project sponsor 

and participated in orientation.   

The overall project outlined the 

great need for removal of non-

native plants in order to restore 

the savannah’s of New Orleans 

and surrounding communities. 

One of the first projects were to 

collect seeds from the grass.  

These seeds will be dried and    

re-planted in other areas after 

winter season. 

The second project, Corps Mem-

bers undertook was removing 

non-native trees called Chinese 

Tallow from the Fontainbeau 

State Park. The Chinese Tallow is 

considered an invasive species 

and removal is needed in order to 

give native species a chance to 

grow. Corps members used    

machetes and chainsaws to     

remove a majority of the tree. 

Once the tallow was removed they 

then proceeded to paint the tree 

stumps with herbicide to prevent 

re-growth. 

Corps Members also removed the 

tallow trees at the Bayou Segnette 

State Park, Lake Charles and 

other surrounding communities 

near New       Orleans. 

“I enjoyed my time in Louisiana. 

Working with the chainsaw made 

time fly ...the people were nice.
